48 hours of the submission of your application you will receive an email from the Graduate Admission Center directing you to a
Status Check website where you will be asked to upload your Declaration of Intent Form. Please do not mail this credential.

Prerequisite Form

Applicants to the Exercise Physiology or Movement & Cognitive Rehabilitation Science programs must fill out the
prerequisite form. List what courses you have previously taken that match our list of prerequisites.

Applicants to the Physical Culture and Sport Studies or Sport Management programs do not need to submit a prerequisite
form.

Writing Sample

Applicants to the Physical Culture and Sport Studies doctoral program must submit a writing sample. It is suggested that you
submit either chapters of your Master’s Thesis or an academic paper.

Applicants to Exercise Physiology, Movement & Cognitive Rehabilitation Science, or Sport Management do not need to
submit a Writing Sample.

One official transcript from each college or university attended. — Within 48 hours of the submission of your application you will
receive an email from the Graduate Admission Center directing you to a Status Check website where you will be asked to
upload your transcripts. Please do not mail these credentials, unless you are requested to do so. For additional information
