To edit a clip from a Quicktime movie do the following:

1. Load the movie into Quicktime Pro 7

2. Set your “IN” and “OUT” points (where your movie clip starts and stops)
3. Copy the clip into a new player

4. Export the clip so that it is it’s own file
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2. Set your IN and OUT points

Use the keyboard shortcuts to
set the IN and OUT points.

Move the playhead to where
you want the clip to start and
press “i”. Then move the
playhead to where you

want the clip to stop and
press “0”.
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NOTE: You can move the playhead
frame by frame to get a very Playhead

accurate edit by using the
arrow keys on your keyboard.
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3. Once you have set the IN and OUT points for your clip you need to copy and paste it
into a new Quicktime Player.

A. Copy clip - B. Open new player - C. Paste the clip into the new player
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With the
IN and OUT set

. Click Edit/Copy

After copying
~ to the clipboard
Click File/New Player
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C , Paste the new clip into the new player ‘new Quicktime Player”
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Select All

The clip will now appear
in the new player as
a separate movie.
